Perimeter Trail (6 miles)

This backcountry trail begins at the
North Falls Trailhead and climbs 800
feet to Rackett Ridge, the highest
point in the park, through a lush
temperate rain forest of Douglas-fir,
western hemlock, Oregon grape and
other native plants.
